Total Project Cost: $152.3 million

- City: $ 112.2 million
- Federal: $ 20.3 million
- State: $400 thousand
- Friends of the High Line and other sources: $19.4 million

• Section 1, the portion currently open, cost $86.2 million.

• Costs include quantifying rezoning, including exchanges of 
development bonuses for the construction of public amenities 
(example: access points and bathrooms).

• There are $20 million in additional projected costs for a future 
maintenance and operations facility to be City funded.
