BACKGROUND

Chapter IV, Section 9, of the City Charter provides that the City Council shall canvass
and certify the results of a city election in accordance with the provisions of the Texas
Election Code. Section 67.003(a) of the Texas Election Code provides that, "for an
election held on the uniform election day, the local canvass must occur not earlier than
the 8th day and not later than the 11th day after the election day......"

PRIOR ACTION/REVIEW (COUNCIL, BOARDS, COMMISSIONS)

On August 15, 2007, City Council authorized the appointment of the Ad Hoc City
Council Canvassing Committee to review the returns of the November 6, 2007, special
election, and submit a canvass report to the full City Council on November 14, 2007, by
Resolution No. 07-2280.
