     Due to the rising numbers of grandparents raising their grandchildren 
in Dallas, the City of Dallas created a staff position in Senior Services, 
hiring Belinda Glenn as coordinator for the Grandparents Raising Grand-
children Program in 2004. Belindaôs task was to unite service agencies 
with the Dallas County KinCare Network with grant support. The Dallas 
County KinCare Network is comprised of social service agencies, non-
profit organizations, government agencies and others all who come to-
gether to support the needs of relatives raising relatives and most signifi-

cantly, grandparents raising their grandchildren.  

     According to the Dallas County KinCare Guide, the growing number of 
grandparents raising grandchildren is a social phenomenon not limited to 
any particular ethnic group, geographical location, or economic circum-
stance. Grandparents and other relatives may find themselves raising 
children for various reasons such as substance abuse, mental illness, 
death, divorce, child abuse or neglect, loss of job, military service, incar-
ceration, health issues or other circumstances. Statistics show that about 
450,000 or 7.6% of all children under 18 in Texas live in grandparent-
headed households. Another 150,000 live in homes headed by relatives 
other than grandparents. As-
suming responsibility for raising 
grandchildren is often an unan-
ticipated situation for grandpar-

ents. 

     In 2005, the Dallas Public 
Library joined the Dallas 
County KinCare Network and 
became a significant partner in 
service to grandparents by cre-
ating the first Grandparents Re-

source Collection.
